OPTIONS FOR ORDERING BOOKS FOR AN AUTHOR VISIT BY MARIANNE DYSON

1. ORDER FROM AUTHOR – Use for small orders or if time is short
If you estimate sales of under 10 copies of each title, use this option. You can still use this option if you expect more sales, but the author will need at least 4 weeks notice to get the books in stock. In that case, use Order Form A and collect orders. Give order totals for each book to author 4 weeks in advance in Texas, and 6 weeks in advance for other states. If order exceeds 50 books total, the author will donate one of each title to the host. Books are sold at retail rounded to the nearest dollar. Buyers pay less than they would in a store because sales tax is included in the price. Author needs someone to collect the money for the orders ahead of time and/or be there to transact sales on the day of the event. Payment is due to the author on the day of the visit. Payment must be by cash or check made to Marianne Dyson. Credit card payments cannot be accepted. 
2. USE A LOCAL BOOKSTORE - Get 20% off by ordering 20 or more books
Barnes & Noble and most Independent book stores offer a 20% discount off retail to educators, and to non-educators for orders of 20 or more books. Collect orders using Order Form B if you want to keep the 20% discount for a fundraiser, and Order Form C if you want to pass the discount along to your buyers. If you don’t want to hassle with making change, use Order Form A. Allow 3-4 weeks for the store to get the books. Give the store the ISBN numbers of the books you want:

Space Station Science: ISBN: 0-89317-059-3
No tax is charged on copies for school use or that will be given away. However, nonprofits and schools still must pay tax on copies sold to third parties. If the store does not charge sales tax because you are a school or nonprofit, you are responsible for collecting it from your buyers and paying it to the state. Note, you can order the books online through Amazon.com (use links on www.mdyson.com) and often get 20-30% off and free shipping. However, if you resell them, you must charge local sales tax in addition to the tax already paid to Amazon. 
3. ORDER DIRECTLY FROM THE PUBLISHERS – Get 40-50% off. Use if book sale is needed as a fund-raiser.
Collect orders about 6 weeks in advance using Order Form B if you want to keep the discount (earn up to $8.70 per book sold), Order Form C if you want to pass the discount along to your buyers. Add a few copies to your order to allow for latecomers, but keep in mind that you have to pay shipping to return any unsold copies. The publishers do not charge tax on your order. It is your responsibility to collect sales tax on copies sold and pay it to the state. 
For Space Station Science, call Finney Company/Windward at 800-846-7027. ISBN: 0-89317-059-3. Schools get a 20% discount, so the price is $9.56/copy. For orders of 10-49 copies, a 40% discount applies, so the price is $7.17/copy. For 50 or more copies, the discount is 50%, or $5.98/copy. Shipping is 8% of the total invoice, with a minimum of $4.75. Invoice is due in 30 days. Allow 3 weeks for delivery.

For Home on the Moon, contact Bill Odonnel at the National Geographic Society, bdonnel@ngs.org, 202-857-7337. Schools get a 50% discount regardless of number of copies ordered, so price is $9.48/book + shipping. Invoice is due in 30 days. Allow 4 weeks for delivery.
